How do I Reset my breaker?

Move the selector to the Manu position. Check that the spring-charged indicator is on charged (A). If not, reset

the circuit breaker. Close the circuit breaker by pressing  the closing pushbutton . The contact position

indicator (B) changes to I (ON). The spring-charged indicator (C) changes to discharged.

 

How do I Reset my circuit breaker after a trip?

The spring-charged indicator (F) changes to charged. Resetting after a trip on electrical fault can only  be done

locally. When operating in automatic mode, return to manual  operation to reset the circuit breaker. Do not

close the circuit breaker again without first inspecting  and, if necessary, repairing the downstream electrical

equipment.

 

How do I Reset my GFCI breaker?

Resetting: If a GFCI breaker trips, it usually has a "Test" and "Reset" button on the breaker itself, in addition

to the handle. You'll need to push the handle to "OFF," then "ON." If the GFCI is part of an outlet, you'll press

the "Reset" button on the outlet. Troubleshooting: If a GFCI trips, check the outlets on that circuit.
