It's also important to note that many outdoor panels handle heavy

loads, denoting the need for a tougher box. Note that the NEMA classification is the toughness score of the

panel enclosure.

While indoor breaker boxes are

accessible,efficient,and safe from vandalism. It's recommended to follow building codes in the region as both

types of breaker boxes are valid. In some states,it's required to have a specialized outdoor breaker box.
